Project Brief

Durban is a city that includes his unique urban structure in the living presence of a material and immaterial, formal and informal
urban heritage. The sub-themes of resilience, ecology, values promoted by the UIA 2014 Congress are strongly perceptible walking
through its urban texture, especially in selected areas for the development of this project. The dynamics involved in such a complex
and qualified urban reality need to be properly protected in order to preserve the conditions of a long-run equilibrium. To study
realistically a so articulated physical environment there is the need to involve interdisciplinary as well as multi-scale design skills.

This project looks at the possibilities of connecting the dynamic energy at the Warwick Junction with that of the Wilson’s Wharf
precinct, situated along the Bay of Durban. These two precincts present two distinct cultures, which are both vibrant yet vastly
different. Hence, the journey / space “in between” which links the two precincts presents unique opportunities for new inter-
ventions. It is envisaged that an activity corridor is created along the left over / lost spaces that occur en-route from Warwick
Junction/Berea Station to the Wilson’s Wharf Precinct and along the Victoria Embankment. This intention initiates the consequent
concerns of the reconnection of the Albert Park precinct and the City Centre to the Waterfront on the one end, and Warwick Jun-
ction on the other. The project aims to investigate and produce a design proposal for an urban area of the city of Durban (from
Warwick Junction/Berea Station to Waterfront) particularly significant in the complex Durban urban fabric — contiguous to the area
selected for the UIA 2014 Durban study activities — mainly characterized by the presence of transport infrastructures. It is a wide
area in which converge functions that were layered over time - in terms of space, actors - giving life to an urban scene defined
by a vibrant and propulsive identity, populated by the presence of vital informal commerce managed by multiethnic communities,
spontaneously grafted in the interstitial space fragments — multi-level and multi-scale - left among the “in between” intersections
of transport infrastructures.

The project includes, therefore, outdoor urban spaces, pedestrian multi-level corridors — today poorly appreciated and often in
a state of decay - the so-called space " in between" — which, if properly exploited, as the history of Warwick Junction suggests,
have the potential to be reconnected to the city and among themselves, urban areas that are not directly accessible, often mar-
ked by poor social security.

A positive result of the project will be creating strong opportunities for raising the overall urban quality of a large and strategic
urban area that includes Warwick Junction /Berea Station at Wilson's Wharf Precinct and all the extension of Victoria Embank-
ment. The result of the design will include the revitalization of Albert Park, better integrating it with the City Centre and the Wa-
terfront, in order to change the trend of a public space that fails its democratic potential as a place of interaction and toleran-
ce, reducing the possibility of civic progress.
